The book lists below are the
course texts and you will be expected to have them for the start of the academic year;
students who read ahead are at a distinct advantage. However, if there is some likelihood that
you may not get the prerequisite grades at GCSE English and English Literature, you may
wish to buy them once you know the results.

Books you need to buy or borrow:

You will need a CLEAN copy of each exam text, which contain no notes or critical
guidance. Previous students have found it helpful to have two copies of each text; one for
exams (you cannot annotate at all) and one for class, which can be annotated and has many
helpful notes.
